Actions: Help- SBAR, oxygen bolus, suction, positioning, program to increase SpO2 if suction.


*Do not disconnect from ventilator.





A retired fireman. Admitted to ICU with respiratory failure 2 degrees HAP – 10 days ago. You have just rolled the patient and are returning from the sluice.








Ventilator, monitor, manikin, 2-3 facilitators, ABG, Obs chart, 2 participants





Debrief- sputum plug, pneumothorax, sedation
